Brief description of the discipline: The basic laws of the existence
of living organisms, ecosystems at different levels of organization,
the biosphere as a whole, and their sustainability. The interaction of
the components of the biosphere and the environmental consequences
of human economic activity, especially in conditions of intensive
environmental management. Modern understanding of concepts,
strategies and practical tasks of sustainable development in various
countries and the Republic of Kazakhstan. Life safety, its basic rules.
Risks and emergencies. Risk analysis and risk management. Human
security systems. Factors of modern disequilibrium. Social, religious,
political, economic threats, threats to daily life. The system of
security institutions and the legal regulation of their activities.
Expected results of training in the discipline (RDT):
1.Knows the structure of the biosphere, the elements of the
ecosystem, the laws of existence and basic terms and definitions
related to the safety of life;
